the use of the occupiers of, and visitors to, the development, and no
permanent development, whether or not permitted by the Town and
Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any
Order revoking and/or amending and/or re-enacting that Order), shall be
carried out on those areas of land so shown or in such a position as to
preclude vehicular access to those residential parking space/s.


Reason: Development without provision of adequate accommodation for
the parking of vehicles is likely to lead to parking inconvenient to other
road users.


4 Prior to the commencement of all car parks serving the country park
hereby approved (“the Country Park Car Parks”) precise details of the
Country Park Car Parks’ layout, surfacing, draining and lighting shall be
submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing.


Reason:  In the interests of highways safety, visual amenity and
sustainable drainage.


5 The areas shown on the approved plans as vehicular parking area/s and
vehicular turning serving the country park shown on the drawing 722-072
Rev J (or such subsequent revisions approved by the Local Planning
Authority) shall be provided, surfaced and drained in accordance with
details approved by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 4
above prior to the start of the construction of the children’s playground
and/or the Pub Restaurant and/or Shop and thereafter they shall be
retained and made for available for the use by occupiers of, and visitors to
the country park development. Once such vehicular parking area/s and
vehicular turning for the Country Park have been provided/constructed no







permanent development, whether or not permitted by the Town and
Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any
Order revoking and/or amending and/or re-enacting that Order), shall be
carried out on the area of land on which such vehicular parking area/s and
turning for the Country Park have been constructed or in such a position
as to preclude vehicular access to such vehicular parking areas and/or
vehicular turning for the Country Park.


Reason: Development without provision of adequate accommodation for
the parking of vehicles is likely to lead to parking inconvenient to other
road users.


6 The approved bicycle storage facilities shall be provided prior to the
occupation of any part of the development hereby approved to which they
serve and shall thereafter be retained unless otherwise agreed in writing
by the Local Planning Authority.


Reason: To ensure the provision and retention of adequate off-street
parking facilities for bicycles in the interests of highway safety.


7 Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General
Permitted Development) Order 1995 (as amended) or any other Order or
any subsequent Order revoking or re-enacting that Order, the dwellings
hereby approved shall only be occupied as single dwelling houses as
described by Use Class C3 of the Town and Country Planning Use
Classes Order 1987 as amended.


Reason: To ensure that car parking provided within the development
remains adequate to meet the needs of the occupiers of the development
and to protect the amenities of future occupiers of the development.


8 Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General
Permitted Development) Order 1995 (as amended) or any other Order or
any subsequent Order revoking or re-enacting that Order, the car barns
shall be provided in accordance with the detailing shown on the approved
plans and shall not be further altered through the addition of further doors,
walling or partitions without the prior approval of the Local Planning
Authority in writing.


Reason: To ensure the covered space is retained available for the storage
of a vehicle when not in use in order to prevent the displacement of car
parking and subsequent inappropriate car parking.


9 Prior to the first occupation/use of all car parks serving the country park
hereby approved (the “Country Park Car Parks”), a scheme for the
management of the Country Park Car Parks shall be submitted to and







approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing and thereafter the
Country Park Car Parks shall be operated in accordance with the approved
scheme of management unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local
Planning Authority.


The scheme shall include:


(a) Details of the charges to be levied for each space on a daily/hourly
basis; and


(b) Hours of operation for the parking charges


Within one month of the completion of the construction of the 150th
dwelling hereby permitted and thereafter annually within one month of
each anniversary of the completion of construction of the 150th dwelling
hereby permitted the country park operator shall provide to the Local
Planning Authority a summary report detailing actual levels of use of the
Country Park Car Parks by visitors and occupiers of the country park and

Should the submitted
reports or any significant levels of resident complaints to the Local
Planning Authority demonstrate significant levels of non-residential
on-street parking by visitors to/users of the country park; the operator shall
implement such revised levels of car parking charges notified to it by the
Local Planning Authority  within the Country Park Car Parks  within 1
month of being notified of such revised levels of car parking charges by the
Local Planning Authority.


Reason: In the interests of residential amenity and to ensure the proper
use of the car park provision.


10 No gates or barriers shall be erected across the access to any dwelling
hereby permitted within 5.5 metres from the back of the carriageway used
by vehicular traffic.


Reason: In the interests of highway safety.


11 Before the first use of the new vehicular access to the country park the
visibility splays as shown on Drawing GA-201E shall be provided and
cleared of all obstructions 0.9m above the carriageway and thereafter the
visibility splays shall be so maintained.


Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.







Construction


12 Prior to the commencement of each phase identified and approved in the
phased programme of works by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to
Condition 2 a Code of Construction Practice for each such phase shall be
submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The
construction of each phase shall then be carried out in accordance with the
approved Code of Construction Practice for the relevant phase and
BS5228 Noise Vibration and Control on Construction and Open Sites and
the Control of dust from construction sites (BRE DTi Feb 2003) unless
previously agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.


The Code of Construction Practice shall include,


(a) An indicative programme for carrying out the works


(b) Measures to minimise the production of dust on the phase


(c) Measures to minimise the noise (including vibration) generated by
the construction process to include the careful selection of plant and
machinery and use of noise mitigation barrier(s)


(d) Maximum noise levels expected 1 metre from the affected façade of
any residential unit adjacent to the phase


(e) Design and provision of site hoardings


(f) Management of traffic visiting the phase including temporary
parking or holding areas


(g) Provision of off road parking for all site operatives


(h) Measures to prevent the transfer of mud and extraneous material
onto the public highway


(i) Measures to manage the production of waste and to maximise the
re-use of materials


(j) Measures to minimise the potential for pollution of groundwater and
surface water


(k) The location and design of site office(s) and storage compounds


(l) The location of temporary vehicle access points to the phase during
the construction works


(m) The arrangements for public consultation and liaison during the
construction works


Reason: To protect the amenity of local residents in accordance with
Policy EN1 of the Local Plan.







Highways


13 (a) Before the first occupation of each and every dwelling hereby
permitted the following works between each dwelling and the
nearest carriageway shall be completed as follows:


(i) Footways and/or footpaths shall be completed, with the
exception of the wearing course;


(ii) Carriageways shall be completed, with the exception of the
wearing course, including the provision of a turning facility
beyond the dwelling together with related:


1. highway drainage, including off-site works,


2. junction visibility splays,


3. street lighting, street nameplates and highway
structures if any.


(b) The final wearing course in respect of carriageway that is not shown
as intended adopted highway on drawing number 722-049F within
each phase containing a dwelling/s that is approved by the Council
pursuant to Condition 2 shall be applied within one year of the final
dwelling in each such phase being occupied save in respect of any
such carriageway that serves more than one such phase containing
a dwelling/s where the wearing course shall be applied within one
year of the final dwelling that utilises such carriageway being
occupied.


Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.


14 Prior to any works entailed in the construction of the new vehicular access
to the country park from the Willesborough Road being carried out the
detailed design for the proposed right hand turn lane to serve the country
park from the Willesborough Road shall be submitted to and approved by
the Local Planning Authority in writing and shall include a full Stage 1 Road
Safety Audit.


Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.


15 Not to occupy more than 200 dwellings unless and until the new vehicular
access to the country park has been provided as shown on drawing
numbers  GA-201E and 722-070 Rev F including associated hard and soft
landscaping as approved by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to
Condition 35 and Condition 36 so that such country park access is







available for use by all classes of traffic and the right hand turn to serve
the country park has been provided in accordance with the details
approved by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 14


Reason: In the interests of highway safety.


16 Not to occupy or use the shop or the public house hereby permitted unless
and until the new vehicular access to the country park has been provided
as shown on drawing numbers  GA-201E and 722-070 Rev F and Drg
722-075B including associated hard and soft landscaping as approved by
the Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 35 and Condition 36 so
that such country park access is available for use by all classes of traffic
and the right hand turn to serve the country park has been provided in
accordance with the details approved by the Local Planning Authority
pursuant to Condition 14.


Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.


17 Not to occupy or use the play area within the country park unless and until
the new vehicular access to the country park has been provided as shown
on drawing numbers  GA-201E and 722-070 Rev F including associated
hard and soft landscaping as approved by the Local Planning Authority
pursuant to Condition 35 and Condition 36 so that such country park
access is available for use by all classes of traffic and the right hand turn
to serve the country park has been provided in accordance with the details
approved by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 14.


Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.


18 Prior to the occupation of any dwelling hereby permitted details of
locations of bus stops, bus stop precise design, bus stop clearways and
landmark shelters including a timetable for their provision as approved by
the Highways Authority in consultation with the operator of bus services to
the development shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning
Authority in writing.  Thereafter such bus stops, bus stop clearways and
landmark shelters shall be provided in accordance with the approved
plans/details including the timetable for their provision as approved by the
Local Planning Authority in writing unless otherwise agreed in writing by
the Local Planning Authority.


Reason: In the interests of Highway Safety and suitable bus provision.


19 Prior to the commencement of the development hereby permitted within
each phase as identified in the phased programme of works approved by
the Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 2 within the area of
residential use as identified on drawing 722-087 which contains
non-adopted private roads details of the construction of the non-adopted







private roads within each such phase shall be submitted to and approved
by the Local Planning Authority in writing such details to ensure that such
non-adopted private roads are capable of being used by a refuse vehicle in
accordance with paragraphs 9.1 and 9.1.1 of Ashford Borough Council’s
document “Land adoption and public service provision in Ashford – a guide
for developers”. Such non-adopted private roads within each such phase
shall be provided and constructed and thereafter retained in accordance
with the approved details relating to the relevant phase unless otherwise
agreed by the Local Planning Authority in writing.


Reason:  In order to allow refuse vehicles to be operated in this location


20 Prior to the occupation of the first dwelling to be occupied within the area
of residential use as identified on drawing 722-087 precise details of the
proposals to amend the staging of the A251 Faversham Road/A28
Canterbury Road/George Williams Way signal controlled junction which
have previously been agreed by Kent Highways and Transportation shall
be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing
and shall thereafter be implemented prior to the occupation of the first
dwelling in accordance with the approved details unless otherwise agreed
in writing by the Local Planning Authority.


Reason: In the interests of Highway Safety


Drainage – Foul and Surface Water


21 Prior to the occupation of each building forming part of the development
hereby approved the works for the disposal of sewage serving that building
shall be provided on the site in accordance with details previously
submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing
unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.


Reason:  To ensure proper sewage disposal and avoid pollution of the
surrounding area.


22 Prior to the commencement of each phase as identified in the phased
programme of works approved by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to
Condition 2 plans and particulars of a sustainable drainage system
(including the details set out below) for the disposal of the surface water
for each such phase shall be submitted to and approved by the Local
Planning Authority in writing.


The submitted system shall comprise of measures to retain or store
surface water on-site or within the immediate area in a way which is
appropriate to the relevant phase’s location, topography, hydrogeology and
hydrology.


The submitted system shall be designed to:







(a) avoid any increase in flood risk,


(b) avoid any adverse impact on water quality,


(c) achieve a reduction in the run-off rate in accordance with the
Ashford Borough Council Sustainable Drainage SPD document,
adopted October 2010,


(d) promote biodiversity,


(e) enhance the landscape,


(f) improve public amenities,


(g) return the water to the natural drainage system as near to the
source as possible and


(h) operate both during construction of the development and
post-completion.


The submitted details shall include identification of the proposed discharge
points from the system, a timetable for provision of the system and
arrangements for its future maintenance (in particular the type and
frequency of maintenance and responsibility for maintenance).


The system for the disposal of surface water within each phase shall be
provided in accordance with the details and timetable approved by the
Local Planning Authority in writing in relation to the relevant phase. Once
provided the system shall be maintained in accordance with the details
approved by the Local Planning authority in writing and shall be retained in
working order until such time as the relevant phase ceases to be in use. If
the proposed surface water discharge point is to be the existing public
sewer the applicant must provide written confirmation from Southern Water
(or successor undertaker) of their agreement to the proposals.


Reason: In order to reduce the impact of the development on flooding,
manage run-off flow rates, protect water quality and improve biodiversity
and the appearance of the development pursuant to Core Strategy Policy
CS20 Sustainable Drainage.


23 Prior to the commencement of the development hereby permitted within
each of the areas of use identified on drawing 722-087 the following details
shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in
writing in respect of each such area of use:


(a) Surface water drainage plan for within that area of use clearly
indicating channels, pipes, culverts, ponds, hydraulic controls and
any other drainage features.


(b) Drainage calculations to demonstrate capacity of swales and other
drainage features for 1 in 30 year rainfall event and 1 in 100 rainfall







event with consideration of climate change.


(c) Drainage calculations to support the determination of the release
rates and specification of release rates at each outfall.


(d) Cross-sectional and longitudinal information of pipes, culverts and
swales indicating the relationship with the highway, including and
not limited to invert and cover levels.


(e) Further information on proposed maintenance regimes for
vegetated areas in relation to drainage features which have the
potential to impact the highway.


Thereafter the development within the relevant area of use shall be
implemented in accordance with the approved details relating to that area
of use unless otherwise agreed by the Local Planning Authority in writing


Reason: In the interests of highway safety and drainage


Flooding


24 Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved within
each of the areas of use identified on drawing 722-087 a scheme setting
out the following information for the each such  area of use shall be
submitted to, and approved in writing by, the Local Planning Authority:-


(a) the scheme shall ensure finished floor levels of any dwellings within
the relevant area of use are set no lower than 33.58m above
Ordnance Datum (“AOD”) for non-sleeping accommodation and that
sleeping accommodation should be a minimum of 33.88m AOD.
The scheme should ensure that Finished Floor Levels (“FFL”) of any
non-residential development within the relevant area of use
(“non-water-compatible development”), as defined by Section 7
Flood Risk Assessment prepared by RMB Consultants dated 1
October 2012 should be a minimum of 33.58m AOD.


(b) the scheme shall include the provision of Flood Storage
compensation within the relevant area of use as outlined in Section
6 of the Flood Risk Assessment prepared by RMB Consultants
dated 1 October 2012 and the Addendum Letter dated 21
November 2013 (or such subsequent revision of that document as
is approved by the Environment Agency) and drawings 221/111A,
221/112C,  221/113C and 221/114C.  The scheme shall include as
a minimum but not exclusively volumes of balanced cut and fill in
250mm increments to demonstrate no loss of flood water storage
volumes within the development site.


(c) the scheme shall include the provision of a flood evacuation plan for
the relevant area of use as noted in Section 9 of the Flood Risk
Assessment prepared by RMB Consultants dated 1 October 2012.


(d) the scheme shall include details of timescales for the provision /







implementation of the scheme and where relevant the on-going
maintenance of the scheme within the relevant area of use.


The scheme shall be fully implemented and provided within the relevant
area of use in accordance with the details relating to that area of use
approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing and in accordance with
the timescales for the provision / implementation of the scheme as
approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing, or within such other
period/s as may subsequently be agreed, in writing, by the Local Planning
Authority. Thereafter the scheme shall be retained and maintained in
accordance with the details approved by the Local Planning Authority in
writing.


Reasons:


(a) To reduce the risk of flooding to the proposed development and
future users.


(b) To prevent the loss of flood storage which may otherwise increase
the flood risk to the surrounding land.


(c) To reduce the risk of flooding to future users.


25 No development hereby approved shall be commenced within each phase
identified in the phased programme of works approved by the Local
Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 2 unless and until details of final
levels including slab levels of all buildings for each such phase have been
submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing. The
development within the relevant phase shall be carried out in accordance
with the approved details/levels relating to that phase unless otherwise
agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.


Reason: In the interests of the visual amenity of the surrounding area and
in the interests of flood protection.


Contamination


26 Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved within
each particular phase identified in the phased programme of works
approved by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 2 (or such
other date or stage in the development of that phase as may be previously
agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority), the following
components of a scheme to deal with the risks associated with
contamination of each such phase shall be submitted to and first
approved, in writing, by the Local Planning Authority:


(a) A preliminary risk assessment which has identified;


(iii) all previous uses;







(iv) potential contaminants associated with those uses;


(v) a conceptual model of the site indicating sources, pathways
and receptors;


(vi) potentially unacceptable risks arising from contamination at
the site.


(b) A site investigation scheme, based on (a) to provide information for
a detailed assessment of the risk to all receptors that may be
affected, including those off site.


(c) The results of the site investigation and detailed risk assessment
referred to in (b) and, based on these, an options appraisal and
remediation strategy giving full details of the remediation measures
required and how they are to be undertaken.


(d) A verification plan providing details of the data that would be
collected in order to demonstrate that the works set out in the
remediation strategy in (c) are complete and identifying any
requirements for longer-term monitoring of pollutant linkages,
maintenance and arrangements for contingency action. Any
changes to these components would require the written prior
consent of the Local Planning Authority. The scheme shall be
implemented as approved.


Reason: Groundwater levels are known to be particularly shallow beneath
the surface of the site (0.9-4.8 metres depth). The aquifer may be
vulnerable to pollution from any contaminants present at the site. The
Geo-environmental and Geotechnical Site Assessment (produced by
Ecologia dated 30 January 2012) covers points i to ii and part of iii, but
recommends remediation of the site, including excavation of contaminated
material, further groundwater monitoring and a piling risk assessment


27 Prior to the occupation of each phase identified by the phased programme
of works approved by the Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 2
a verification report for the relevant phase demonstrating the completion of
the works set out in the approved remediation strategy and the
effectiveness of the remediation shall be submitted to and approved, in
writing, by the Local Planning Authority. The report shall include results of
sampling and monitoring carried out in accordance with the approved
verification plan to demonstrate that the site remediation criteria have been
met. It shall also include any plan (a “long-term monitoring and
maintenance plan”) for longer-term monitoring of pollutant linkages,
maintenance and arrangements for contingency action, as identified in the
verification plan. The long-term monitoring and maintenance plan shall be
implemented as approved by the Local Planning Authority.


Reason: To protect vulnerable groundwater resources and ensure
compliance with the National Planning Policy Framework.







28 If, during the development/construction of each phase identified by the
phased programme of works approved by the Local Planning Authority
pursuant to Condition 2, contamination not previously identified is found to
be present within each such  phase then no further development (unless
otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority) shall be
carried out within the relevant phase until the developer has submitted a
remediation strategy to the Local Planning Authority detailing how this
unsuspected contamination shall be dealt with and obtained written
approval for that strategy from the Local Planning Authority. The
remediation strategy shall be implemented as approved by the Local
Planning Authority in writing.


Reason: To protect vulnerable groundwater resources and ensure
compliance with the National Planning Policy Framework.


29 Piling or any other foundation designs using penetrative methods shall not
be permitted other than with the express prior written consent of and in
accordance with the details approved by the Local Planning Authority in
consultation with the Environment Agency.


Reason: To protect the underlying groundwater from potential pollution as,
unless appropriately managed, piling on land affected by contamination
may introduce pathways by which contamination can penetrate and pollute
the aquifer.


30 No infiltration of surface water drainage into the ground is permitted other
than with the express written consent of and in accordance with details
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority in consultation with the
Environment Agency.


Reason: To protect vulnerable groundwater resources and ensure
compliance with the National Planning Policy Framework.


31 Any works hereby permitted that have the potential to affect or disturb the
banks of the River Stour the bed of the River Stour or the water quality of
the River Stour should not take place during the period between 1st
December to 1st March in any year.


Reason: To protect brown trout, a salmonid species present in the river,
during the spawning season including the period when fry and eggs remain
in the gravel.


32 No works hereby permitted to each existing building on the site shall
commence unless and until the following have been carried out/prepared
submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing:-







(a)  a hazardous material survey (including but not limited to asbestos)
in relation to that building; and


(b) a method statement for the removal of any hazardous substances
discovered from that building


Any works to that building and the removal of any hazardous substances
from it shall be carried out in accordance with the details of the survey and
method statement as approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing
unless otherwise agreed by the Local Planning Authority in writing.


Reason: In the interest of protecting amenity 


Archaeology


33 No development hereby permitted within each phase identified in the
phased programme of works approved by the Local Planning Authority
pursuant to Condition 2 shall commence unless and until the applicant, or
their agents or successors in title to the applicant for that phase have
secured the implementation of a programme of archaeological works for
the relevant phase in accordance with a written specification and timetable
which has been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority
in writing unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning
Authority.


Reason: To ensure that features of archaeological interest are properly
examined and recorded.


34 No development hereby permitted within each phase identified in the
phased programme of works approved by the Local Planning Authority
pursuant to Condition 2 shall commence unless and until details of
foundations designs and any other proposals involving below ground
excavation within the relevant phase have been submitted to and
approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing. The development
within that phase shall be carried out in accordance with the approved
details unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.


Reason: To ensure that due regard is had to the preservation in situ of
important archaeological remains.


Landscaping


35 (a) No development hereby permitted shall commence within each
phase identified in the phased programme of works approved by the
Local Planning Authority pursuant to Condition 2 unless and until
full details of the hard landscape works for each such phase have
been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority.


(b) The full details of the hard landscape works for each such phase to







be submitted to the Local Planning Authority for its approval shall
include detailed information including but not limited to proposed
finished levels or contours; means of enclosure; car parking layouts;
other vehicle and pedestrian access and circulation areas; hard
surfacing materials; minor artefacts and structures (e.g. furniture,
picnic benches, bollards, gates, footbridges, tree guards, tree grills,
kerbs, boat jetty terraces, fishing platforms, play equipment, refuse
or other storage units, signs, lighting etc.); proposed and existing
functional services above and below ground (e.g. drainage power,
communications cables, pipelines etc. indicating lines, manholes,
supports etc.); retained historic landscape features and proposals
for restoration, where relevant and a programme/timescale for
implementing and completion of all such works in full for that phase
within 6 months following the final occupation of any part of each
phase.


(c) The full details of the hard landscaping works within each phase
shall be implemented in full in accordance with the details approved
by the Local Planning Authority relating to the relevant phase
including the approved programme/timetable for implementing such
works/details.


(d) Written details of materials, including source/manufacturer of, and
samples of block paving, setts; kerbs; flag paving and coloured
surfacing to be used in the surface treatment in accordance with the
surfacing strategy on drg 2025/109


Reason: In order to protect and enhance the amenity of the area.


36 (a) No development hereby permitted shall commence within each
phase identified in the phased programme of works approved by the
Local Planning Authority pursuant to in Condition 2 unless and until
full details of the soft landscape works for each such phase have
been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority.


(b) The full details of the soft landscape works for each phase to be
submitted to the Local Planning Authority for its approval shall
include the planting plans; written specifications (including
cultivation and other operations associated with plant and grass
establishment); details of the planting that is designed to create
year round colour; schedules of plants noting species, plant sizes
and proposed numbers/densities where appropriate; and an
implementation and planting programme/timetable to ensure that all
soft landscaping and planting is completed at least prior to the final
occupation of any part of each phase.


(c) All species of plants/shrubs within 500m of any boundary of the
Local Wildlife site within the site shall comprise of indigenous
species.


(d) The full details of the soft landscaping works within each phase

75 Within the country park area identified on drawing 722-087 no
entertainment, leisure or recreational events or other events involving
sports whether based on water or otherwise shall take place outside the
hours of 8 am to midnight (including the clearing of the country park area
of all visitors and/or competitors but not including any security staff) and no
such events shall take place at any time on public and bank holidays.


Reason: In the interests of the amenity of the area.


Emergency Access


76 Prior to the occupation of the 51st dwelling to be occupied the emergency
access shall be provided in accordance with details set out on drawing
722-079 Rev A.


Reason: In the interests of highway safety and in accordance with Kent
Design Guide.


Compliance with approved plans


77 The development shall be carried out in accordance with the plans listed in







the section of this decision notice headed Plans/Documents approved by
this decision and notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country
Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any order
revoking and re-enacting that Order with or without modification), the Class
A1, B1, A3 and A4 buildings shall not be used for Class C3 use.


Reason: To ensure the development is carried out in accordance with the

79 Road markings giving priority to the route from the Julie Rose stadium to
the residential development shall be provided to the junction south of units
A14-A19.


Reason:  In the interests of highway safety.


80 Prior to the occupation of the first dwelling bollards shall be provided at
both ends of the emergency link to prevent unlawful access by motor
vehicles in accordance with details to be submitted to and approved by the
Local Planning Authority in writing including type of bollard and location.
The bollards shall thereafter be retained in place and maintained in
accordance with the approved details unless otherwise agreed in writing by
the Local Planning Authority.


Reason:  In the interests of highway safety and the visual amenity of the
area.


Public Art (exlcuding Residential and Bagging facility)


81 Within 6 months of the commencement of the development hereby
permitted within each phase (excluding the residential phases which are
dealt with under condition 45 and the bagging area) identified on the
phased programme of works approved by the Local Planning Authority







pursuant to Condition 2 on drawing 722-087  details of public art to be
provided within each such phase shall be submitted to and approved in
writing by the Local Planning Authority in the form of a “Public Art Brief” for
each such phase.


Such Public Art Brief shall include:


(a) details of proposed public engagement with the production of any
artwork to be provided within the relevant phase


(b) details of the location type and form of such public art within the

In the event that the bunds are removed prior to expiration of a period of 5

This grant of planning permission does not give any legal right to carry out the development on
over or under the land of another person or contrary to the rights of any such person. If there is
any doubt the applicant should seek his/her own independent legal advice before implementing
the planning permission.


1 This development is also the subject of an Obligation under Section 106 of
the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 which affects the way in which the
property may be used.


2 The County Council should approve the specifications and works to any
Public Right of Way before they commence.


3 A fundamental objective of the design workshop, travel plan and inclusion in
the Vision contained in Appendix SCI3 is to improve the accessibility of
walking and cycling to the site. Objective 5 states “Promote walking and
cycling linkages to the Park and beyond to the town centre, Wye, the Stour
Valley and the North Downs by improving and where possible creating new
links with existing paths and public rights of way, the Stour Valley Walk and
National Cycle Route 18.”


4 The applicant should note that prior Flood Defence Consent would be
required from our Flood and Coastal Risk Management team (contact:
deborah.barton@environment-agency.gov.uk. Tel: 01732 223174) prior to
works commencing within (e.g. reprofiling river bank and bed; surface water







outfalls) and adjacent to the Great Stour (e.g. flood storage compensation
works). by contamination. You can find this guide and links to further
information at ww.environment-agency.gov.uk/developers.


5 The proposed development site is bordered by the Great Stour. This is a
waterbody that has been assessed to be in Moderate Status in the South
East River Basin Management Plan (SE RBMP) which has been prepared as
a requirement of the Water Framework Directive.


6 To help deliver RBMP objectives, we recommend that the proposed
development should be used as an opportunity to enhance the river. In
particular, the river is failing to reach its ecological and chemical targets for
fish and for dissolved oxygen. Improvements in these measures are required
to ensure that the river reaches the targets set in the SE RBMP. As well as
meeting the requirements of the RBMP, such enhancement would also be a
clear, tangible and significant environmental gain in terms of the character of
the area and nature conservation. In addition, such work would improve the
amenity of the Country Park and residents’ experience of their local
environment in the Stour Valley setting.


7 The Great Stour lies adjacent to the site and is a designated ‘main river’ and
under our jurisdiction for the purpose of its land drainage function. Written
consent (known as Flood Defence Consent) is required from us under the
Water Resources Act 1991 and associated byelaws prior to the carrying out
of any works in, over, or under the channel of the watercourse or on the
banks within eight metres of the top of the bank, or within eight metres of the
landward toe of any flood defence, where one exists.


8 For maintenance reasons we would not normally consent works which
obstruct the eight metre byelaw margin. Application for consent should be
made to our Flood and Coastal Risk Management department (Partnerships
and Strategic Overview team; Tel: 01732 223174).


9 Also, part of the site appears to be located within the River Stour Internal
Drainage District, where any watercourse would be classed as an ‘ordinary
watercourse’ and comes under the terms of the Land Drainage Act 1991,
whereupon any culvert, diversion, weir dam or like obstruction to the flow of
the watercourse requires the consent of the River Stour Internal Drainage
Board, under the Land Drainage Act 1991. In the absence of any agreement
to the contrary, maintenance of the watercourse is the responsibility of the
riparian owner. Application for consent should be made to the River Stour
Internal Drainage Board (Tel: 01227 462 377;
enquiries@riverstouridb.org.uk).


10 To tackle climate change it is necessary to reduce energy use by adopting
more efficient technologies.
