The anticipated Contract is for a one off project, contract duration is estimated to be 12 weeks programme to be confirmed by awarded contractor.  
Purpose and scope of this ITT
The purpose of this ITT is to identify a suitably qualified and experienced organisation who will be appointed to provide the Services. 

The information that you provide in response to this ITT will determine which organisation(s), in the opinion of Progress Housing Group, is most suited to be appointed based on the evaluation criteria set out in this ITT. This evaluation will involve a combination of pass / fail criteria and a weighted scoring system.  Those most suited will be selected by using the highest combined score in descending order.

This ITT:

· asks Bidders to submit their Tenders in accordance with the instructions set out in the remainder of this ITT;

· sets out the overall timetable and process for the procurement for Bidders;

· provides Bidders with sufficient information to enable them to submit a compliant Tender (including providing templates where relevant);

· sets out the Award Criteria and the Tender Evaluation Model that will be used to evaluate the Tenders; and

· explains the administrative arrangements for the receipt of Tenders.

Clarifications about the Contract or ITT
Any requests for clarification of any matters arising from this ITT must be made via the Housing Procurement Portal.
Progress Housing Group will respond to all reasonable clarifications as soon as possible through the Housing Procurement portal and Progress Housing Group's response to them will be issued to all Bidders. 

The deadline for receipt of clarifications relating to the contract or this ITT is set out in the Timetable below.

Bidders are advised not to rely on communications from Progress Housing Group in respect of the contract or ITT unless they are made in accordance with these instructions.

Clarifications about the contents of the Tenders
Progress Housing Group reserves the right (but shall not be obliged) to seek clarification of any aspect of a Bidder's Tender during the evaluation phase where necessary for the purposes of carrying out a fair evaluation. Bidders are asked to respond to such requests promptly. Vague or ambiguous answers are likely to score poorly or render the Tender non-compliant.

Confidentiality

When providing details of contracts in answering section 6.5 of this ITT (Technical and Professional Ability), the Bidder agrees to waive any contractual or other confidentiality rights and obligations associated with these contracts.

Progress Housing Group reserves the right to contact the named customer contact(s) in section 5 regarding the contracts included in section 5. The named customer contact does not owe Progress Housing Group any duty of care or have any legal liability, except for any deceitful or maliciously false statements of fact. 
Progress Housing Group confirms that it will keep confidential and will not disclose to any third parties any information obtained from a named customer contact, other than to the Cabinet Office and/or contracting authorities defined by the Public Contracts Regulations 2015.

This ITT is made available on condition that its contents (including the fact that the Bidder has received this ITT) is kept confidential by the Bidder and is not copied, reproduced, distributed or passed to any other person at any time, except to the Service Provider’s funders, advisers or proposed sub-contractors for the purpose of enabling the Bidder to submit a Tender provided the same duty of confidentiality is imposed upon such recipients.

Deadline for receipt of Tenders
Responses to this ITT must submitted in the manner prescribed no later than the Deadline.

Any Tender received after the Deadline shall not be opened or considered. Progress Housing Group may, however, in its own absolute discretion extend the Deadline and in such circumstances Progress Housing Group will notify all Bidders of such event.

Contract award
Progress Housing Group may award Contract(s) on the basis of a Tender submitted in accordance with the instructions below.

Once Progress Housing Group has reached a decision in respect of a proposed contract award, it will notify all Bidders of that decision and provide for a standstill period in accordance with the Public Contracts Regulations 2015 before entering into any Contract(s).  

Contract award is subject to the formal approval process of Progress Housing Group. Until all necessary approvals are obtained, the standstill period has expired without challenge and the site visit completed if one is required by Progress Housing Group, no Contract(s) will be entered into.

Debrief
The contract award notification will be sent to each Bidder. Progress Housing Group will inform all unsuccessful Bidders of the identity and relative advantages and characteristics of the successful Tender as compared with the addressee's Tender.

You are advised that responses will be reproduced, solely for the purposes of this tender exercise.

You should seek to address all sections of Part 2 of the ITT and provide the supporting information which is requested or which you think appropriate to support the answers for each section.  

Where a section specifically relates to legislation or practices applicable to England and this jurisdiction does not apply to your organisation, then you should answer the section based on the legislative requirements or practices of the country in which the organisation who would provide the services to Progress Housing Group resides.

You should only submit such information as is necessary to respond effectively to this ITT.  Only information provided as a direct response to Part 2 of the ITT will be evaluated. Please note that we may require clarification of the answers provided or request additional information.

The following requirements must be adhered to when submitting a Tender:

· the Tender must be in English;

· each Tender must be uniquely named or referenced;

· a table of contents must be provided;

· the Tender must be fully cross-referenced;

· a list of supporting material must be supplied;

· pages must be A4 in size;

· Service Providers should use Arial 11 point font;

· Where indicated, word limits (including spaces) must be adhered to.

The Tender must be clear, concise and complete. Progress Housing Group reserves the right to mark a Bidder down or exclude them from the procurement if its Tender contains any ambiguities or lacks clarity. 

Where the Bidder is a company, the Tender must be signed by a duly authorised representative of that company. The names of all the directors should be given in full together with the trading name of the company (if applicable). 

Where the Bidder is a consortium, the Tender must be signed by the lead authorised representative of the consortium, which organisation shall be responsible for the performance of the Contract. The names of all the consortium members should be given in full. 

In the case of a partnership, all the partners should sign or, alternatively, one only may sign, in which case (s)he must have and should state that (s)he has authority to sign on behalf of the other partner(s). All Tenders received by the Deadline will be checked for compliance with the submission requirements set out in this ITT. If Progress Housing Group does not consider a Tender compliant, it reserves the right not to carry out any further evaluation and may eliminate the Bidder from the procurement.

All proposals contained in a Tender must be capable of delivery and the Tender must have commitment from within the Service Provider's organisation and, where relevant, consortium members or proposed sub-contractors.

Submission of Tenders
Each Service Provider:

· must submit one Tender which must cover the whole of Progress Housing Group’s requirement;

· where the Tender covers one or more combinations of Lots, it must show any financial benefits accruing to Progress Housing Group if the Service Provider were to win more than one Lot;

Each Tender must meet Progress Housing Group's minimum requirements, operate as a stand-alone bid and not be dependent on any other bid or any other factors external to the Tender itself. That is, each Tender must be capable of being accepted by Progress Housing Group in its own right.

Conflicts of interest

Progress Housing Group may exclude the Bidder if there is a conflict of interest which cannot be effectively remedied. The concept of a conflict of interest includes any situation where relevant staff members have, directly or indirectly, a financial, economic or other personal interest which might be perceived to compromise their impartiality and independence in the context of the procurement procedure. 
Where there is any indication that a conflict of interest exists or may arise then it is the responsibility of the Bidder to inform Progress Housing Group, detailing the conflict in a separate Appendix. Provided that it has been carried out in a transparent manner, routine pre-market engagement carried out by Progress Housing Group should not represent a conflict of interest for the Bidder.
Consortia and subcontractors
Progress Housing Group requires all Bidders to identify whether and which sub-contracting or consortium arrangements apply in the case of their Tender and precisely which entity they propose to be the Bidder.

For the purposes of this ITT, the following terms apply:

Consortium arrangement: Groups of organisations which have come together specifically for the purpose of bidding for appointment as the Bidder and envisage that they will establish a joint and several liability legal structure as the prime contracting party with Progress Housing Group;

Sub-contracting arrangement: Groups of organisations which have come together specifically for the purpose of bidding for appointment as the Bidder, but envisage that one of their number will be the Bidder, the remaining members of that group will be sub-contractors to the Bidder.

Where a consortium is proposing to respond to this ITT, all sections should be completed in respect of the proposed consortium leader.  Relevant information should also be provided in respect of consortium members or sub-contractors who will play a significant role in the delivery of the Services.  Responses must enable assessment of the overall service provision proposed.  Successful consortium bids will be required to form a legal structure which has joint and several liabilities for any resultant Contract.

Progress Housing Group recognises that arrangements in relation to consortia may be subject to future change. You should therefore respond in the light of such arrangements as are currently envisaged, but should note that any change in consortium membership may lead to subsequent disqualification from the tender process.

Changes in the consortium which have arisen since the date of the Bidder’s PQQ must be clearly outlined in the Bidder’s response to this ITT.

Warnings and disclaimers

Publicity

For example, no statements may be made to the media regarding the nature of any Tender, its contents or any proposals relating to it without the prior written consent of Progress Housing Group.
Bidder conduct and conflicts of interest
Any attempt by the Bidder or their advisors to influence the contract award process in any way may result in the Bidder being disqualified. Specifically, Bidders shall not directly or indirectly at any time:

· devise or amend the content of their Tender in accordance with any agreement or arrangement with any other person, other than in good faith with a person who is a proposed partner, supplier, consortium member or provider of finance;

· enter into any agreement or arrangement with any other person as to the form or content of any other Tender, or offer to pay any sum of money or valuable consideration to any person to effect changes to the form or content of any other Tender;

· enter into any agreement or arrangement with any other person that has the effect of prohibiting or excluding that person from submitting a Tender;

· canvass Progress Housing Group or any employees or agents of Progress Housing Group in relation to this procurement;

· Attempt to obtain information from any of the employees or agents of Progress Housing Group or their advisors concerning another Bidders or Tender.
