To comply with the HSE Approved Code of Practice (ACOP) L8 the Client must apply methods of Management and Control to manage the risk of Legionella Bacteria proliferation (Health and Safety of Work etc Act 1974 applies) in schools and other council premises in the Borough.
To comply with legal duties, The London Borough of Waltham Forest as the employer and Landlord must carry out the following;-

1. Prepare a written scheme for preventing or controlling risk > Done
2. Regularly monitor the condition of water systems, re-assess the risks to identify recommended risk-reduction improvements works necessary to achieve compliance with the guidance (This Programme)

3. Carry out the recommended risk-reduction remedial works (To be carried out under a separate Term Contract already in place)
The programme of works covered by this prospective tender will be to;-

1) Carry out new Water Risk Assessments (WRA) at regular intervals (typically 2-years) as determined by the relative risks of each premises and following alterations to water systems. There are approximately 50 Schools in the programme initially. The list is subject to change over time and to include other Council premises.
2) Carry out Water Temperature Monitoring at regular intervals as recommended by HSG L8 typically monthly temperature testing of sentinel points plus others so that all outlets, tanks and calorifiers are tested annually. This is funded from the Schools devolved budgets and historically 30 Schools buy-in to this service. The list is subject to change over time and to include other Council premises.
The Client requires that these works are carried out by competent and experienced contractors for this class of work as evidenced by accredited membership of the Legionella Control Association or equivalent legionella-control specialist institutions.

The works to be managed via a Legionella Management Measured Term Contract (MTC) initially for a 2 year period to cover the first cycle and with the Client option to extend for a further 2 x 1-year periods.
The tender documents will be issued to respondents to this request on Tuesday 26th January 2021 with 2 weeks to complete the tender thereafter. The tender with be awarded on the best-value basis against a combined price and quality assessment with the quality score based on 5 quality questions requiring Method Statement responses returned with the tender.
