ANCILLARY RATES AND CHARGES – Appendix 2
Delivery and Collection
The County has been divided into 6 zones as shown on the map on the following page.

Bidding organisations may have different collection and delivery charges, or indeed no charge, dependent upon the zones within which they may be operating within.

To reflect the potential difference in delivery and collection charges across zones, bidding organisations must input a “Charge Category Letter” against each item of operated plant, vehicles and equipment within Appendix 1 (Hire Pricing Schedule) and within Column entitled Delivery and Collection Charge Category letter.

Completion of the table below allows bidding organisations to detail the delivery and collection charge associated with the “Charge Category Letter” e.g. A,B,C,D,E etc. If there is no charge for a zone(s) against a “Charge Category Letter” then bidding organisations must enter F.O.C. (Free of Charge) against the relevant “Charge Category Letter” and zone(s).

The charges are to cover for transportation (delivery and collection) ONE way and will be an element of the price evaluation at the “call off” stage of the framework. Although you are requested to enter a rate ONE way, this will be doubled by Durham County Council and be paid for both delivery and collection at the start and end of hire.
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
