	Introduction

	Roads are essential to our everyday lives, and we all use them by driving, riding, walking or travelling as a passenger. Unfortunately, people are killed and injured when using the road, but a comprehensive road safety strategy can reduce the number of deaths and injuries despite increasing traffic levels. 

Local Government is the main delivery arm of road safety. Local Authorities have a statutory duty under section 39 of the Road Traffic Act (1998) to take steps both to reduce and prevent road collisions. 

Cornwall’s Road Casualty Reduction Strategy was refreshed in 2019 as a review of the preceding strategy, published in 2013. The Vision Zero South West Partnership – of which Cornwall Council are a partner – has recently updated its strategy. 
Our priority remains to reduce the number of people killed and seriously injured (KSI) on our roads and our strategy acknowledges that action is required to reverse the negative trend of rising KSIs. Interim casualty reduction targets have been adopted to reduce both death and serious injury by 50%, by 2030, and a number of Performance Indicators, recommended by the Parliamentary Advisory Council for Transport Safety (PACTS), have also been adopted to measure progress and success; ensuring alignment with national best practice set out by PACTS in measuring the effectiveness of delivery a Safe System approach. Ultimately, our vision is to eradicate deaths and serious injuries from our roads, supporting an accessible, healthier and safer Cornwall.

Acknowledging that our last strategy refresh was in 2019 and that road safety industry has moved on since then, we would like to carry out a refresh of our strategy with due regard to both Safe System and best practice approaches. We would also look to providers to deliver training into the organisation (and its partners) to support the implementation of Safe System principles.  
This refresh is viewed as an opportunity to take stock, review and reclarify priorities, provide focus to actions, establish clear roles and responsibilities at both a local and partnership level, setting a new direction in road casualty reduction alongside an action plan to focus immediate/short term activities. 

It is intended that the responses supplied will enable the Council to consider future options. Any future provision would be subject to development and approval and, as such, this exercise implies no commercial commitment. This is not a formal tender document.  Participation in this soft market assessment will not prejudice suppliers participating in any future procurement.
