WGC2022 is looking to engage an individual or agency to deliver the commercial sales process and maximise commercial opportunities for the event.

• Demonstrable experience of providing innovative approaches to market, adding values to partnerships and engaging new audiences for the event through commercial contracts;

• Demonstrate an understanding of the production and logistical requirements of major sports events;

• A work plan that outlines; key work streams, delivery and milestones
