Appendix B - ROUNDABOUT SPONSORSHIP CONTRACT 

SPECIFICATION 
1. Introduction 
1.1 The Council currently administers a sponsorship scheme which covers the whole of the Borough.
1.2 The Council is seeking to engage a suitable advertising and marketing agency to administer a commercial sponsorship scheme for locations that have been identified as available or becoming available for sponsorship in the future once any existing contracts currently in place have expired (Appendix 1). 

1.3 The Contract period shall be for a period of 3 years from 1st January 2016. Subject to performance, the Council may extend the Contract for a further period of up to 2 years in single years. Income to the Council is expected to be not less than £25,000 per annum.

Whilst the current sponsorship scheme does not attract business rates the contractor will be responsible for any liability applied under the business rates scheme for sponsorship locations that they have sold.

2. Background 
2.1 The successful Contractor will be required to actively pursue sponsorship continuously throughout the length of the Contract and should identify suitable individuals, partnerships, businesses, companies, corporations or other organisations as potential Sponsors. It is envisaged that the Contractor will work closely and cooperatively with the Council to develop and deliver a co-ordinated series of opportunities for third party commercial sponsorship and subsequently maximise income to the Council from these opportunities. 

2.2 The Company shall not offer or agree Sponsorship opportunities in respect of any potential Sponsor where the Sponsorship Signs would refer to any of the following: 
· Advertising for contraceptives and associated products and services.

· Advertising for political parties or where the content is considered to be of a political nature.

· Advertising on behalf of Trade Unions or Employers Federations.

· Advertising which may be construed as offering or promoting services of a sexual nature.

· Advertising for organisations of a religious nature.

· Advertising which may be construed as showing or encouraging any type of prejudice (for example, racial, sexual or religious).

· Advertising which is considered not to comply with the guidelines set down from time to time by the Advertising Standards Authority.

· Advertising for products of, or companies dealing in, the tobacco industry.

· Such other sponsorship types as the Council reasonably specifies and for which it gives reasonable written notice to the Company that it considers such sponsorship unsuitable. 

3. Work Outline 

3.1 The Contractor will be required to undertake the following activities; 

3.1.1 It will be responsible for using best endeavours to seek suitable Sponsors to the agreement of the Council deploying such staff as reasonably necessary for it to provide the Services. 

3.1.2 It shall produce all literature and marketing material reasonably necessary for it to market the advertising opportunity. 

3.1.3 Reasonable endeavours shall be made to identify suitable individuals, partnerships, businesses, companies, corporations or other organisations as potential Sponsors; 

3.1.4 It shall use its reasonable endeavours to obtain a competitive price for each Sponsorship agreement, in line with market value

3.1.5 It shall handle all communication, negotiation, obtaining of signed orders, invoicing, provision of statements and debt control with Sponsors; 

3.1.6 It shall supply to the Council all copies of signed orders from Sponsors, invoices and all financial records relating to the Services that it has in its possession and is able to disclose upon request from the Council; 

3.2 With three weeks of the end of each quarter during the Contract, the Contractor will submit a report containing full details of licence fees collected from each sponsored roundabout. The report will detail any sponsors lost or gained. The report will detail the amount received by the Contractor, together with a breakdown of the amounts due to the Council.

3.3 The Council will invoice the Contractor for the total amount due to it upon receipt of the report from the Contractor and within 8 weeks of the quarter end

3.4 The Contractor will meet the Council to review these reports, contract progress and future income projections as necessary at the Council’s request. 
3.5  The signs if complying with the Council’s standard will not require planning permission.

3.6  Roundabouts and other sponsored locations will be maintained periodically by grass cutting using the Councils existing contractor. 

4. Sponsors and Signage
4.1 Signs shall be provided at the Sponsor’s own expense and artwork supplied to the Council by the Contractor prior to manufacture for approval. 

4.2 The Contractor will be required to liaise with the Sponsor and agree the relevant artwork with the Sponsor. This must be submitted to the Council for approval, together with approval of the Sponsor itself. 
4.3 The Council shall have the final decision for approval of Sponsors and artwork for the Sponsorship Signs. 

4.4 The Signs shall remain the responsibility of the Sponsor throughout the period of sponsorship and the Sponsor shall carry out at its own expense any repairs or replacement that may become necessary as a result of any loss or damage to the Signs. 

4.5 Signs shall be to the agreed standard specification as set out in Appendix 2.  As a minimum, they should include an indication that the sponsorship is ‘supporting local business’ and display the Council’s approved logo.
4.6 The number of signs permitted on each roundabout will be agreed with the Council and will be proportionate to the size of the roundabout.
4.7 The Contractor shall arrange for the erection, maintenance and removal of sponsorship signs as appropriate. 
4.8  Any current sponsorship arrangements would be maintained for the duration of the existing agreements. Upon expiry the sites will become available for a new supplier to let.
