Therefore I would be most grateful if you could supply me with a fee bid in relation to Agent Services for the marketing and auctioning of the site, including viewings.
Torridge District Council purchased this site from Devon County Council who had used the site as a Highways Depot. As such the major use of the site is within this Use Class. Torridge District Council, in addition, has planning approval for a permanent Gypsy and Traveller site, which expires on the 14th August 2012. An extension of time is being considered should this approval be likely to lapse. Please note that in this case Regulation 9 of the Town & Country Planning General Regulations and the effect of this provision to potential buyers does not apply, as the application was not made in the name of Torridge District Council and hence the approval does not lapse at the completion of sale.
It is intended that any auction take place at a suitable location to be proposed by the Agent. A facility will therefore need be hired by the successful Agent for this purpose and these costs included in the tender. 
Your bid should include the following information:

· Agent fees for sale of the site (percentage)
· Proposed marketing outline (in detail, including how the Gypsy and Traveller Community will be included within this marketing)

· Estimate of Value

· Fees for advertising and, any disbursements (value)
· Completed Form of Tender (form supplied)

For your information, we are preparing a Sales Information Pack which will include legal documentation and relevant searches, location plans, environmental/rock face and wildlife reports and planning details plus background information related to the Planning application and purchase from DCC. This information will be passed to the successful Agent in a DVD format.
Access to the site is by appointment as the site is padlocked and fenced.

The successful tenderer will be selected on ‘value for money’ principles, on the basis of 40% Price and 60% Quality. Quality will be assessed on the marketing proposals submitted as part of the tender information required.
