Background
Oxfordshire County Council Social and Community Services is inviting organisations who may be interested in applying for inclusion on a new Dynamic Approved Providers List to provide home care services for Older Persons and Adults with a Disability.
The Council has commissioned a Help to at Live at Home (HTLAH) programme to deliver home care across Oxfordshire. The aim to this programme is give greater assurance of future business to providers and to deliver better outcomes for service users. HTLAH has involved contracting about 8 providers across 5 contract zones to deliver most the Council’s home care requirements. However the Council recognises that these providers cannot meet all the Council’s requirements and that the Approved Provider List needs to continue.  

Oxfordshire County Council currently commissions approximately £20m worth of care per annum. An indicative £5m is likely to be commissioned through the new Dynamic APL i.e. about 25% of the available business.
The Dynamic APL will have the same 5 zones as those for HTLAH.  Providers will be able to bid to deliver care packages in one or more of these zones. The Council wants to ensure full coverage of these zones, however, providers will be able to choose whether or not they take on care packages and they can select the areas within the zones where they prefer to work. 
The Dynamic Approved Provider List will enable new providers to join the approved list on an ongoing basis throughout the year. All applications will be processed as they are received but Providers will not be eligible to provide service until the applications are approved by our evaluation team.
Home care purchased under the Dynamic Approved Provider List will normally be on a spot basis, although the Council may purchase on a block or cost and volume basis.

As an Approved Provider you will:
· Be identified as an approved provider on the Council’s eMarketplace 
· Be able to promote yourself to self-funders as an Oxfordshire County Council approved provider

Please note that organisations must be;

· Registered with the Care Quality Commission in order to be considered or be committed to achieve registration by the contract start date, and
· Be deemed eligible to meet our criteria for the Approved Providers List following an evaluation process.
If you are an organisation suitably experienced and able to provide these services in the County we would like to invite you to attend a briefing on the new launched ‘Dynamic Approved Provider List’ on the 23rd February 2017.
