Details
The London Borough of Bexley (‘the Council’) is looking to commission a targeted service for family-friend excluders to prevent homelessness and support households into the private rented sector (PRS). 

Over the last twelve months, the Council has conducted extensive market engagement and cohort analysis to better understand the housing and support offer in Bexley and surrounding areas for homeless and at risk of homeless households. A series of market engagement events with third sector organisations, as well as in-depth cohort analysis highlighted a gap in housing services for prevention from homelessness and the provision of a support-intensive environment to prepare clients for living in the PRS. 

Our research and conversations with providers has led the Council to seek to commission a targeted prevention service for family-friend excluders at risk of homelessness. The service is designed to combine existing prevention services operating successfully in other areas, blending mediation with the provision of support-intensive interim housing to help service users secure suitable accommodation.

Contract period

The contract will run from 6th January 2020 until 5th January 2021 with the option to extend up to a further period or periods of upto 12 months . 
Contract value

The estimated value of the contract is £150,000 per annum.

The LBB will carry out a final check on registration just prior to tender invitation and companies not suitably registered at that time will not be invited to tender.

Contractors are expected to maintain a compliant registration (with regards to Health and Safety) with an SSIP Forum member for the duration of any contract.

The SSIP Forum acts as an umbrella organisation to facilitate mutual recognition between health and safety pre-qualification schemes wherever it is practicable to do so.
