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1 Introduction

1.1 Purpose of this document

1.1.1 Connecting Devon and Somerset are making a Data Room available as part of the Call-Off process.

1.1.2 The Bidders' attention is specifically drawn to the requirements in Clause 5 of the Call-off Contract concerning this due diligence Information and Paragraph 2.2 below concerning changes to the content of the Data Room.

2 Data Room Access and Restrictions

2.1 Access to Data Room

2.1.1 The Data Room can be accessed by Bidders as follows:                                             The Data Room is hosted by Devon County Council and may be accessed through the sftp protocol via sftp.devon.gov.uk. Bidders will be supplied with a unique user name and password once they have signed the NDA Access to the data room and data transfers will be logged with the user name, time/date, and IP address. Bidders are advised to consult their IT departments to ensure that the port used by the sftp protocol is not blocked by their corporate firewall.
2.2 Restrictions
