Hounslow Council are seeking suitable foster carers for a 15.7 year old boy. 
I love the Titanic and know lots of facts about Titanic. I enjoy playing board/card games drafts and UNO, and computer games Mario Kart and 'roblox'. I can get to/from school on my own using bicycle and transport . I know a lot about bus routes and would like to be a bus driver in the future. I like to joke and play games when I know the person but also like my own space. I really like my School Majory Kinnon in Staines and I have done cooking lessons which I would like to do more of. I do not like the feel of showers but I have begun to take baths the past week and like the bubble bath.
The individual engages well at school and arrives an hour early every day, he travels half way by bicycle then gets the bus the rest of the way independently. They do not go missing and adheres to curfew. He is able to go shopping by himself but money needs to be given in small amounts because he will spend it all so needs help with budgeting. He needs encouragement to eat a healthy and balanced meals because he loves junk food and has difficulty limiting his consumption. He can become sullen and non-verbal when he does not get what he wants and needs support with compromising and requires routine and boundaries. He did not like carrying out personal care at his previous placement but in the last week at his current placement he has had a bath every day which has been down to the prompting and nurturing approach by experienced staff members. He has begun brushing his teeth but still needs to be observed and prompted to do so. He has had an ongoing issue with urinating and defecating in bedroom which is an emotional/behavioural issue that needs to be addressed through support and therapy. However, in the past week this behaviour has not been present at his current placement which conveys that the consistent routine and the positive reinforcement techniques has helped to facilitate this change. He has learning disabilities but is highly functional and can communicate his wishes and feelings verbally. He exhibits strong symptoms of autism and is awaiting ADOS assessment.
