NOTICE OF CALL FOR EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST

Oxfordshire County Council (OCC) is bidding for funding from the Department for Transport (DfT) for the delivery of Bikeability cycle training in order to support the delivery of cycle training within the county. OCC is seeking Cycle Training Providers who are registered as Bikeability Schemes to deliver the training modules associated with the latest DfT funding bid.
Ongoing funding is yet to be confirmed by DfT and all values published in the tender documentation are estimates. The Council is not obliged to deliver the quantities or values of training shown and it is subject to funding approval.
OCC is looking to put in place a Framework of Providers for the delivery of this training in schools in the Oxfordshire area for the next 3 year period. Bikeability is a national cycle training program supported and administered by the DfT. It is aimed at enabling people to gain practical skills and understanding on how to cycle on today’s roads. Bikeability training comes in a variety of modules which help provide skills and confidence in cycling.
OCC intends to enter into a framework agreement with a number of Providers, based within set geographic areas (as Lots), covering the various training modules available (as per the DfT funding contributions). A maximum of 2 Tenderers will be appointed to any Lot and tenderers will be appointed in no particular order. A Tenderer will not be appointed to more than 2 lots. The Council reserves the right to take in to account overall geographical coverage when awarding tenderers to Lots. 

Please refer to Appendix 1 for the full specification.  Tenderers are invited to tender for the provision of the Services described in the Appendix 1 Specification for a term of three (3) years with no option to extend.
The required services are to be procured under the Light Touch Regime under the Public Contracts Regulations 2015, therefore the Council is conducting a competitive tender in accordance with its Contracts Procedure Rules. The service is to be procured under a single stage procurement process based on an outcome based/technical specification; Oxfordshire County Council will not be bound to award any contract under this tender process.
