Oxfordshire County Council (OCC) invites Applicants to tender to join a type of Dynamic Purchasing System (DPS) to support the core and traded provision available to schools and settings for the following ‘Lots’: 

Lot 1: School Improvement Services 
Lot 2: Governor Services 
Lot 3: The support of young people who may be considered vulnerable 
Lot 4: Early Years education and childcare 
OCC is seeking to identify both individuals and organisations whose qualifications, experience and expertise will be pre-approved to ensure that  individuals or teams of specialists can be brought together, sometimes at short notice, to provide appropriate intervention or support to any school, setting, individual or group where it is required.
For clarity, the DPS is not a full DPS as defined under the Public Procurement Regulations 2015 but is a modified version. This is because Educational Services are not subject to the full rigour of the procurement procedures set out in the Regulations. A detailed ‘‘Dynamic Purchasing System – Provider Entry Guide’ ’ is included with the Invitation to Tender documentation on the South East Business Portal.
Process

· Applicants are asked to express interest via the South East Business Portal (the Portal). 
· Applicants then need to download the procurement documents and complete the application form, signed agreement and, where relevant, a Section 11 Safeguarding template.

· Completed forms need then to be uploaded back onto the Portal as these will be used to assess suitability.
Successful applicants will then be registered on the Council’s eBrokerage system and then commissioned as required on a ‘call-off’ basis by the core staff of Education and Learning Service.  
Please note: providers must ensure that that they respond using the relevant application form dependent on whether they are a sole trader or private/public limited company. 

Time Scales
Providers are urged to submit applications as soon as possible as it is intended to commence making call offs from the eBrokerage system for some requirements needed from the beginning of September. There is no requirement to wait until the initial deadline.
Applications for the this initial tranche of call-offs need to uploaded onto the Portal by midday 12:00 on Monday 15th August at the latest
Applications uploaded after this date may not be considered for this initial tranche of call-off contracts.
Providers may continue to apply to join the DPS at any time when the Opportunity is live on the Portal and applications will be assessed within 28 days of submission.
